Key Messages

Free School Meals/Pupil Premium - Although this year all children in Reception through to
Year 6 do not have to pay for school dinners, if you are in receipt of benefits, you may be
entitled to Pupil Premium. By registering for Free School Meals/Pupil Premium now, you will
be entitled to register with Havering’s School Meal Holiday Scheme which provides £15 per
child per holiday week as well as help from school with things like after school clubs, uniform,
milk, etc.

On School Grounds - Please do not use your mobile phone. Children are not permitted to
ride their bikes or scooters once they have entered site. Please ensure your child walks into
school and pushes their scooter/bike.
